Trelleborg helps Holmenkollen host world skiing competitions
Elastoseal geomembrane is used to line a new reservoir built to produce artificial snow for the new ski slope in Holmenkollen. 
Holmenkollen, near to Oslo, Norway has been the venue for skiing competitions since 1892, including the 1952 Winter Olympics. A massive investment in the ski arena has ensured the award to Holmenkollen of the FIS Nordic World Ski Championships for 2011. The 2010 World Cup competition will be the first major event after the rebuilding of the Holmenkollen Ski Jump and ski arena, and is considered the test championship before the Nordic World Ski Championships in Holmenkollen in 2011.
As a part of the project, a water reservoir is being built to produce artificial snow for the ski slope. This is being lined with Elastoseal T, a 1 mm thick membrane made of Ethylene Propylene Diene Rubber (EPDM) from Trelleborg Engineered Systems. 
Uniquely, the material will be prefabricated into a single 2,481 m² panel and delivered to the reservoir site ready for installation. No welding will be required on site so installation will take only a few days, a considerable time saving compared to other systems. This combined with the high quality and reliability of Elastoseal are the main reasons why Trelleborg Waterproofing has been chosen as the supplier to this prestigious project.
